GRANT APPLICATION
· WHAT IS THE NORTH ALLEGHENY FOUNDATION?  The North Allegheny Foundation is a private, nonprofit organization established beyond the regular educational program.  The Foundation’s mission is to enhance and enrich the educational experience of North Allegheny students by encouraging and supporting the development of innovative programs.

· WHAT TYPES OF GRANTS DOES THE FOUNDATION FUND?   In keeping with the mission, the Foundation encourages applications that:

1. Represent new and innovative programs that cannot be funded by the District budget.

2. Represent programs that cover large groups of students.

3. Represent programs that can be duplicated throughout the District in the future.

      Generally, the Foundation does not fund grants benefitting fewer than 15 students or those that are more than $15,000.  In addition, there can’t be duplicate submissions for the same project in the same year unless it benefits a different group of students.  Also, supplemental teacher salaries or one-time projects are generally not funded.

· WHO MAY APPLY FOR A GRANT? Any student, employee, or School Board sanctioned organization of the North Allegheny School District may apply.  If anyone receiving the grant had a grant this year, it is considered a repeat.
· WHAT APPROVALS ARE REQUIRED? Applicants are not required to get approval before applying for a grant; however, the Foundation does ask all applicants to obtain the signature of their Principal to indicate his/her awareness that a grant application is being made and also to obtain the signature of the appropriate Assistant Superintendent.    

· HOW DO I APPLY FOR A GRANT? Simply complete this form and submit it to the Foundation at the address shown below.  If there is evidence-based research supporting the project, please attach it to the application.  Please also identify the actual number of students rather than supplying only the grade level.
· HOW LONG DOES IT TAKE?  The approval process takes approximately 8 weeks from the grant application submission.  The Foundation will accept applications year round.

· IS THERE OTHER PAPERWORK? Applicants may be asked to provide additional information and/or to make a brief presentation to Foundation Trustees.  All grant recipients will be required to submit progress information as well as a final report on their project.
